HORIZON SCANNING

To keep the Red/amber list up to date it
is important to look at new specialist
medicines in development or recently
licensed, and medicines with new
specialist indications. This process is
known as horizon scanning. The
IPNSM horizon scan for new medicines
using a variety of sources including the
UK Medicines Information Prescribing
Outlook and the National Horizon
Scanning Centre at the University of
Birmingham.

If the criteria for a Red or Amber
specialist medicine is met, an
adjudication proposal is completed.

Sometimes advice and further
information is sought from colleagues.
As usual these proposals are
considered by the four Area Prescribing
Fora that make recommendations to the
Regional Group on Specialist Medicines
for the final decision.

We welcome any suggestions for
additions to the red/amber list for new or
established specialist medicines. Please
contact your local Interface Pharmacist
Specialist Medicines and/or forward an
adjudication proposal to them. Proposal
forms are available to download from
our website here.
